Aimed, FICCI cross swords over
import of pre-owned medical devices

The import of pre-owned
medical devices has become a
bone of contention, as a forum
representing domestic makers
does not see eye to eye with in-
dustry body FICCI on the is-
sue.

In a strongly worded com-
munication, the Association of
Indian Medical Device In-
dustry (Aimed) said importing
pre-owned medical devices
would deliver a “body blow to
domestic mnanufacturers of
medical devices and equip-
ment, which have urged the
Centre to withdraw the official
memorandum permitting the
import of pre-owned medical
devices.”

“Nothing could have been
worse than what FICCI Med-
ical Devices Division is doing
at the behest of MNCs (mul-
tinationals) lobby,” said Aimed
forum coordinator Rajiv Nath,
alleging the industry body was

of commerceandand industry,
working in the interests of the
country for almost a century, it
said, adding that it worked
“beyond the narrow sectoral
interests that some industry
associations may represent.”

CONFUSING INVESTORS

Nath’s contention was, the de-
cision to permit import of pre-
owned medical devices was in
contravention to India’s re-
cently launched National
Medical Device Policy-2023
that sought to make the coun-
try self-reliant and be an ex-
porter. The official memor-
andum is a regressive step that

has confused investors who
have been putting up manufac-
turing capacities in the last few
years in response to the PM’s
call,headded.

Suresh Vazirani, Chairman,
Transasia Bio-Medicals, cau-
tioned against allowing free
imports of “old, used and dis-
carded medical equipment”
from other countries. “India’s
retrograde policy will allow
Western countries to ship all
old equipment to India and
thereby prevent their own
countries from getting envir-
onmentally polluted with dis-
carded pollutants in medical
equipment,” he said.
